CO-OWN/ SHOW CONTRACT

This CO-OWN/SHOW CONTRACT (“Contract”) is dated _____________________, 200___by and between Faireview Border Terriers, LLC, a Wisconsin Limited Liability Company (Seller”) and ________________________________________________________, (“Purchaser)”.

 
WHEREAS, Seller is engaged in the business of breeding and selling AKC registered dogs and bitches; and


WHEREAS, Purchaser desires to buy and Seller desires to sell that certain animal described on Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated herein (“Show Dog”).


NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and of the respective representations and warranties, covenants, and agreements herein contained, and intending to be legally bound, Buyer and Seller agree as follows:

I. General:  

a. The Seller is selling this Show Dog on a show agreement.  Purchaser is to show said Show Dog to its AKC Championship within a reasonable time, whether owner or professionally handled.  The Purchaser is responsible for all expenses.

b. This contract constitutes a co-ownership: Co-ownership, within this contract, means that Purchaser and Seller will co-own said Show Dog.

c. Cost of the Show Dog to be $1500.00.  Buyer will pay to Seller the sum of $750 within ten calendar days of the date hereof and the Purchaser will pay Seller the balance prior to taking possession of Show Dog.

II. Possession:  Purchaser will take possession of Show Dog at a time determined by Seller.

III. Purchaser’s Responsibility:  

a. The Purchaser agrees to take Show Dog to a licensed veterinarian of his/her choice within three (3) calendar days of taking possession for a health check. 

b. Purchaser agrees to take all reasonably necessary steps to insure Show Dog remains in good health, including, but not limited to all veterinarian recommended immunizations.  Cost of this will be borne by Purchase.

c. Purchaser agrees to keep said Show Dog confined (i.e. it must not be allowed to run at large).

d.  Purchaser agrees to keep said dog/bitch confined (i.e. it must not be allowed to run at large.) 

e. Purchaser is to show Show Dog to its AKC Championship within a reasonable time, whether owner or professionally handled.  The Purchaser is responsible for all expenses.

IV. Seller’s Reponsibility: Should the Purchaser decide within thirty (30) days that they are not satisfied with the quality of said Show Dog, a full refund will be given provided the Show Dog is in the same condition upon return to Seller as when Purchaser took possession of said Show Dog.
V. Right of First Refusal:    Purchaser grants Seller the right to purchase Show Dog if Show Dog is to be sold, given away, or otherwise disposed of after thirty (30) days.  If Seller elects to purchase Show Dog, Seller will purchase Show Dog at the current market value for a similar quality animal, taking into consideration the existing condition of the animal in regards to age, spay, neuter, condition, etc., at a price determined solely by the Seller, but in no event to exceed the original sale price.
  VI. Hip dysphasia or a bad bite.

a. Show Dog’s bite is guaranteed up to 6 months of age.  If the bite is determined to be incorrect for showing or breeding, Seller will replace Show Dog with one of equal value providing this dog is immediately returned to the Seller.  The Show Dog will be replaced as soon as a show quality dog is available.  Purchaser is responsible for any and all fees in returning Show Dog to Seller.

b. Show Dog’s hips are guaranteed against hip dysphasia.   The dog must be

X-rayed and x-rays submitted to OFA between 2 yrs. and 2.5 yrs. of age.  This agreement on hips is null and void if the Show Dog is bred before the OFA Certification process. Replacement of a dysphasic dog will be made under the same conditions as the bite.

c. Furthermore, if owner decides to neuter/spay Show Dog and keep it, items a and b are null and void.

VII. Breeding of Show Dog:  

a. In light of the policies set forth by the Border Terrier Club of America all breeding stock should have all health clearances and findings submitted to CHIC/OFA before breeding.  Required clearances include Hips at age two, Patellas, Hearts at age one and Eyes yearly.  If Show Dog has all of his/her clearances or fails any of his/her clearances, please report all findings to breeder.

b. Breeder retains free breeding rights to any show male animal sold.  Breeding rights will be applied to all bitches owned or co-owned by breeder.

c. If or when Show Dog is bred, any and all puppies produced and sold or given as pet or companion dogs will go on a written agreement of spaying or neutering and on a Limited Registration.  Show Dog, nor any of its progeny, will not be given or sold to any establishment dealing in animals, including but not limited to, humane societies, dog pounds, pet shops or research facilities.

VIII. It is further agreed that the failure of the purchaser to comply with the care or placement of this dog and its progeny could result in a penalty of up to $5,000.00. This penalty would be due to the Seller within Ten (10) days of determination of such failure.  All court costs and/or attorney fees incurred by Seller in association with recovery of said penalty will be paid by Purchaser.

IX. Right of First Refusal:  Purchaser grants Seller the right to purchase Show Dog if Show Dog is to be sold, given away, or otherwise disposed of.  If Seller elects to purchase Show Dog, Seller will purchase Show Dog at the current market value for a similar quality animal, taking into consideration the condition of the animal in regards to age, spay, neuter, etc., at a price determined solely by the Seller, but in no event to exceed the original sale price.

X. Miscellaneous Provisions:
A. Purchase acknowledges that Seller has provided Purchaser with a health certificate attesting to Show Dog’s health and fitness.

B. Purchaser’s failure to comply with Purchaser’s responsibilities or that certain agreement dated as of the date hereof between Purchaser and Seller will result in damages to Seller of $5,000.00.  Purchaser agrees to compensate Seller for its damages within ten (10) days of Seller’s determination of such failure.  All court costs and/or attorney fees incurred by Seller in association with recovery of said damages will be paid by Purchase.

C. Laws of the State of Wisconsin will apply to this Contract, notwithstanding any state’s choice of law rules to the contrary.  Any action or proceedings arising out of this contract shall be instituted and maintained in a state court located in Washington County, Wisconsin.
